This system consists of two
pre-cast septic tanks and a rock trench drainfield. This house is presently vacant.

Predicated on my inspection of the system and my review of the original design/permit
records, it is my opinion that this system presently meets MPCA minimum compliance
inspection requirements.

Inspect Minnesota and Midwest Soil Testing have been hired to perform a compliance
inspection of this SSTS for compliance with local ordinances pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 115.55

This inspection/report is being performed for only the seller/owner of the property on which the septic system is
located; there is no contract between Brian L. Humpal, Inc. and any other party except the seller/owner unless
otherwise noted. In such case that the buyer of the property is paying for the inspection, the contract is between only
the buyer of the property and Brian L. Humpal, Inc.; there is no contract with any other party unless otherwise noted.
Brian L. Humpal, Inc. has not been retained to warranty, guarantee, or certify the proper functioning of the system
for any period of time beyond the date of inspection or into the future. Because of the numerous factors (usage,
maintenance, soil characteristics, previous failures, etc.) which may affect the proper operation of a septic system, as
well as the inability of Brian L. Humpal, Inc. to supervise or monitor the use or maintenance of the system, the report
shall not be construed as a warranty by Brian L. Humpal, Inc. that the system will function properly for any
particular party for any period of time.

Minimum Compliance Inspection requirements relative to this inspection and this report include only verification
that the septic system has tank(s) (septic tanks, lift tanks, dosing tanks, stilling tanks, etc.) which are watertight
below the designed operating depth, the required separation between the bottom of the subsurface soil distribution
medium and seasonally saturated soils, no back-ups of sewage into the dwelling, no discharge of sewage/effluent to
the ground surface or surface waters, and no imminent safety hazards. Brian L. Humpal, Inc. does not inspect
basement ejector pumps or exterior lift tank pumps and associated components as these are considered to be
maintenance items. Sewage back-up verification is limited to observing the floor drain area and/or the information
supplied by the last occupants of the building prior to inspection. Brian L. Humpal, Inc. cannot guarantee that the
information given to them by the last occupants of the building prior to inspection relative to back-ups is accurate.
